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Understanding Russian transmedia 

from ‘de-Westernisation’ of media studies perspectives 
The paper will address some methodological issue of transmedia studies, the most typical phenomenon of the new media age reflecting many of its trends and contradictions. Transmedia (I will examine this phenomenon mainly in relation to popular culture and entertainment media) is a characteristic of the media production, the media product itself, new cultural practices and experiences of the audiences and new model relationship between producers and consumers. 

I am going to explore transmedia phenomenon at the intersection of transnational developments and local contingency. I will argue that transmedia development in Russia is determined not only by the general logic of modern media production and consumption, the media convergence tendency, the global nature of modern media and entertainment industry, the expansion of new media and especially the establishment of Web 2.0 paradigm  – they is caused by features of modernization processes (in the characteristic of different authors the Russian modernization is characterized as "incomplete", "partial") and media convergences, the role of state, regional specificitySingularspecificity
Plural and rates of distribution of new media and internet,  specificity of the market, the  forms of self-organizing of media consumers and cultural traditions. 
There seems to be greater determination in developing theoretical frameworks and paradigms that are more relevant to local social, economic and cultural context in which transmedia research is accomplished. This task is especially important in a context of resent discussion on ‘de-Westernisation’ of media studies (namely the critical examination of American and Eurocentric models that have dominated media studies as applied to the research of local phenomena). I want to show some possibilities and difficulties when we include locality as an explanatory category in Russian (trans)media studies. 
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
